Louis Armstrong
Born: 1901
Died: 1971

Louis Armstrong was a jazz
trumpeter and singer. He was
the first important soloist to
emerge in jazz, and he became
the one of the most influential
musicians in the American
music history.

Charlie Chaplin
Born: 1889
Died: 1977

Charlie Chaplin was a
superstar of silent comedies.
His films were very popular in
the 1920s. Some have said that
Charlie Chaplin is the greatest
comedic actor of all time.

Jack Dempsey
Born: 1895
Died: 1983

Jack Dempsey held the world
heavyweight boxing title from
1919 to 1926. His success in
the ring made him a celebrity in
the 1920’s. He is considered
one of the greatest boxers of all
time.

Gertrude Ederle
Born: 1905
Died: 2003

Gertrude Ederle was a
competitive swimmer who had
won medals at the 1924
Summer Olympics. In 1926 she
made history as the first
woman ever to swim across the
English Channel. Her time of
14 hours and 30 minutes set a
record that stood for over 20
years.

Harold “Red” Grange
Born: 1903
Died: 1991

Nicknamed “the Galloping
Ghost,” Red Grange was a
football halfback who played for
the University of lllinois and the
Chicago Bears. He is a
member of both the College
and Pro Football Halls of Fame.
In 2008 he was named the
greatest college football player
of all time.

Charles Lindbergh
Born: 1902
Died: 1974

In 1927, Charles Lindbergh
made history by becoming the
first person to fly solo (alone)
across the Atlantic Ocean. His
feat made him a great
American hero, and earned him
the nicknames “Lucky Lindy”
and “the Lone Eagle.”

George Herman Ruth
Born: 1895
Died: 1948

“Babe” Ruth was perhaps the
greatest baseball player of all
time. His record for the most
home runs in a season stood
for over 30 years, and his
record for the most lifetime
homeruns stood for almost 40
years. He was a member of the
New York Yankees team that
dominated professional
baseball in the 1920’s.

Rudolph Valentino
Born: 1895
Died: 1926

Rudolph Valentino was one of
the most popular movie stars of
the 1920’'s, and one of the most
recognized stars from the silent
film era. He is best known for
his work in The Sheik and The
Four Horsemen of the
Apocalypse. His death at age
31 caused mass hysteria
among his female fans,

Helen Wills
Born: 1905
Died: 1998

Helen Wills was a tennis star of
the 1920’s, winning 31 Grand
Slam events during her career,
including seven singles titles at
the U.S. Championships, eight
singles titles at Wimbledon.
She also won two Olympic gold
medals in Paris in 1924
